Goal: Setting the Stage



Basic Tips – Junior Year
– Very important year
– Stay on Track Academically
– Register NCAA ID, take SAT / ACT
– Maximize Recruiting Exposure
– Create Target list of colleges
– Unofficial visits to colleges
– Sept. 1st - coaches can email

Goal: Generate Real Interest



Basic Tips – Senior Year
– Stay on Track Academically
– Very important year
– Maximize recruiting exposure
– Narrow down target list of 

colleges
– Take official or unofficial visits

Goal: Secure Right Fit



– July 1 st – Coaches can call you
– Sept 1 st – Meet w/ academic counselor 
– Fall: Schedule to take SAT / ACT test 
– Begin applying to select schools
– Winter / Spring: Schedule to retake 

the SAT / ACT test if necessary
– Graduation: Submit final transcript to 

NCAA Eligibility Center
